THIS IS TRUE: St. George could be the next great NYC arthood. It’s got
that funky, quirky feeling. Rents are reasonable and the space attrac-
tive. The Ferry is free. There is a variety of affordable restaurants. The
inhabitants are diverse, creative and friendly. 

This truth has been a consistent topic of conversation for the almost 20
years I have lived on Staten Island at coffee klatches, networking meet-
ings, chance encounters at the GreenMarket, community fora and vari-
ous Board  strategic planning sessions.

This has also been true: Somebody should open a real gallery. That’s
what this neighborhood really needs.

The wish for “someone” to do this courageous act of opening a real
gallery; with white walls, good light and the opportunity to sell work, float-
ed above those meetings and encounters and fora into the heavens like all
good thoughts, ethereal and seemingly out of reach. Rarely did I observe
that anyone in the room ever considered doing something about the uni-
versally recognized need for a gallery themselves because what everyone

also universally recognized was the risk and hard work required in such an undertaking.
We find ourselves, the Staten Island arts community, as 2004 begins, with not one but two real galleries in

St. George. The heavens have granted our collective wish in the form of the Vlepo Gallery and Tattfoo Temple of
Art & Design. (We’ll profile the Tattfoo Temple of Art & Design in the next issue of Arts & Letters.) And now that
we’ve wished for them we must all do what we can to help them grow because their future is greatly tied to St.
George’s future and vice versa.

The Vlepo Gallery, and its sister operation The Gifted Twist, are the creations of Tanya Trivizas with the
support, encouragement and assistance of her sister, Martha Trivizas. Tanya and Martha are familiar to the
Staten Island arts community. Tanya worked at the Noble Maritime Collection and Martha at Snug Harbor Cul-
tural Center. In their respective positions they each proved themselves to be wonderfully enthusiastic and capa-
ble colleagues; demonstrating just the kinds of attributes you would hope for in entrepreneurial gallery owners.
I sat down with Tanya and Martha one Saturday morning before Christmas to see how things were going.

THE MANDALA
A mandala is a sacred art form that is practiced by Tibetan
Buddhist monks. It is a map, or a diagram, that depicts the
spiritual configuration of the universe. Filled with traditional
iconography, a mandala shows various deities and their celes-
tial palaces. It is believed a mandala generates healing and
protection in and around the site where it is rendered. Thus,
Tibetan Buddhist monks travel all over the world to places of
conflict and crisis to construct curative mandalas and to help
ease the suffering of those who live in troubled regions. 

This mandala was created with a similar purpose—to put an
end to suffering and make this world a better place. Leah Zahavi,
curator and educator at the Jacques Marchais Museum of Tibetan
Art in Staten Island, conceived of this project as a means of intro-
ducing Tibetan art and culture and as a way to sensitize children
to the nature of suffering and how they might help alleviate it. 3rd
graders from PS 55 who created it with sincerity and with a “good
heart”, as His Holiness, the Dalai Lama, says. �

When you enter the Gifted Twist/Vlepo Gallery,
which is above Meatballs Plus on Bay Street just
across from the St. George Terminal, you sense a
good feeling about the place. The light is lovely. The
space is arranged thoughtfully. And Tanya and
Martha are hospitable. They love what they are doing;
it shows. And that feeling is infectious. It occurs to me
that that is a very useful resource to have when you
are interested in selling art.

Tanya and Martha grew up in a family with its
roots in the shipping industry. Their father, who is
Greek, owns a shipping company where all of the
children have worked at one time or another. Their
mother, who is from Honduras, is also from a family
involved in shipping. Here they learned what hard
work could produce, the importance of depending on
friends and family, and the confidence to take on a dif-
ficult project. The sisters compliment each other nice-
ly and bring different skills to the venture. I deeply
and unapologetically envy their absolute devotion to
each other. Their respect and admiration for each oth-
er’s talents is another asset to the Gallery’s future.

While Tanya worked at the Noble Maritime Col-
lection a plan to start her own business formed. She

wanted to bring attention to the work of Staten Island
artists, many of whom she was introduced to through
her work at the Noble and through Martha’s work
with Snug Harbor’s Newhouse Gallery. Tanya wanted
to bring positive focus on Staten Island, which she is
happy to call her home, having grown up in Great
Kills. And she wanted to create a retail space that
would help support the gallery. Each day she passed
the building on Bay Street and saw the “For Lease”
sign. That is when the plan became a reality.

The Gifted Twist, the retail gift shop, is in the
front of the space. On the Saturday I am there a yarn
event is coming to an end. A weaver friend of Tanya’s
from Japan had supplied the shop for a limited time
with a wide variety of specialty yarns from all over the
world. There are quite a few visitors to the shop
despite the early hour, expressing delight in the selec-
tion of craft items, many designed and created by
local artists familiar to Arts & Letters readers. And
people are buying.

The Vlepo Gallery is the adjoining room, an open
space with good lighting and white walls—just what
you want and expect in a gallery. The exhibit that is
up when I visit begins on the entrance wall with light

boxes installed to show Arts & Letters editor, Robin
Locke Monda’s work; loving lampoons of tourism
posters inviting viewers to take another look at our
hometown, Staten Island. Inside the gallery hangs
paintings by Ned Gannon and prints by Frances
D’Artria Romano; both of which use, to great advan-
tage, the Staten Island Ferry and its community life as
their theme. 

This is a good place to see work and to consider
taking work into your home. Tanya and Martha tell
about a family, a couple with children, who were look-
ing at a series of paintings carefully, talking about
each one and what they liked about it. The husband
questioned the wife on the way home about why she
wanted to purchase one, challenging her a little to
defend her selection. He came in the following week
with his daughter to purchase his wife’s favorite as a
gift. Another sale is in the works presently that the
gallery owners sense is motivated by an investment
strategy. There are many reasons why we buy art. 

Tanya and Martha learn a good deal about the
artists they show. They believe it is an essential part
of selling the work. Exhibits are currently planned
through 2005. The Gallery’s focus will be on artists
who live on Staten Island but they will also show
artists who live off-Island as a way to cross-pollinate
the art community and encourage other artists to live
here. Some group shows are planned. 

And for all of us who dreamed of having real
galleries in St. George we all have to help our dream
along. Tanya Trivizas and her sister Martha can make
this work if anyone can. Do your Valentine’s Day shop-
ping at the Gifted Twist. And buy art. Encourage your
friends to buy art. You know its good for you and for
them and for all of us who believe that St. George is
the next great NYC arthood.

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The COAHSI Project Grants for this portion of the
grant cycle are the Premier, Encore, and Original
Work grants.  These grants provide funds which
support the creative processes and presentational
works of Staten Island artists and art organiza-
tions.  The objective is to support the arts and
humanities in Staten Island, to make the arts acces-
sible to all members of the Staten Island communi-
ty, and to enable new and emerging artists as well
as experienced professionals to do their work.

All art and cultural disciplines—literary, per-
forming, and visuals arts, humanities and cultural
studies, digital and interactive media, and craft and
folk arts—are considered. The process is competi-
tive. This year, 92 applications were submitted to
the three grant categories and 52 received funding.

Funding is decided by review panels.  Review
panels are comprised of professional artists, edu-
cators, arts and humanities scholars, nonprofit

administrators, and community representatives.
The panelists donated their time and gave careful
consideration to each application. COAHSI is grate-
ful for their participation and the panelists receive
personal satisfaction in having contributed to Stat-
en Island's cultural enrichment.

Several additional funding opportunities for
artists are available through COAHSI. The JP
Morgan Chase Regrants, for operating expenses,
equipment, or projects designated to improve an
organization's ability to provide art services, and
the Organizational Stabilization/Development
(OSD) Grant, providing funds to assist a non-profit
organization in taking significant steps forward in
its development and infrastructure so that it may
be more effective in the future, will be available in
early Spring, 2004. The COAHSI Performing Arts
and Exhibiting Arts Awards will also be available
for applications at that time. And this is the first

year where COAHSI is able to offer an arts-in-edu-
cation grant, the ABC Grant.

In addition to grants, COAHSI also offers tech-
nical and profession development assistance for
artists and organizations through consultations,
seminars, panel discussions, and networking
opportunities.  COAHSI also provides such services
as the COAHSI newsletter, Arts & Letters, the Cul-
tural Calendar, the Artist’s Registry, the VISIT

Tony LoBianco
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I AM 18 YRS OLD, AND FROM IRELAND. I’ve been
visiting Staten Island on an internship for the
last seven weeks, along with twenty other
trainees, from both the North and South of Ire-
land. Our training program, Wider Horizons, is
aimed at young people aged 18 to 28 who are
interested in making a future for themselves by
learning to unite with each other despite their
different backgrounds.  

Each of us is doing an internship while here in
New York City. My internship is with the Council

on the Arts & Humanities for Staten Island, at Snug Harbor Cultural Center.
I am staying just a ten minute walk away, and I’ve been coming to the COAH-
SI office Mondays through Thursdays, then going to the College of Staten
Island (CUNY) on a Fridays.

County Tyrone, Northern Ireland 
I’m from a county in Northern Ireland called Tyrone. I live about 10 miles from
Omagh, the county town. Nearby Cookstown is famous for its Celtic remains.
About one thousand large standing stones represent the people who passed
that way many years ago. There are well-known Neolithic sites nearby, includ-
ing Beaghmore Stone near Cookstown, discovered 40 years ago, and the
chambered cairn of Knockmany at the top of a hill north of Clogher. 

Richmond Town, Staten Island 
I visited Staten Island’s Richmond Town during the first week I was here with
the group.  As we entered the Visitors Center, the art scene amazed me with
all the different artifacts showing 300 years of Staten Island life. I visited a
number of cottages and the general store; I was impressed with the sights and
with the tour guide, who wore a traditional costume. I thought it was a great
idea that the visitor’s center had the toy museum on the second floor. It was
quite interesting to visit and fun to look at. I thought to myself, “This place is
rather similar to the Ulster American Folk Park,” which is situated just an
hour’s drive from my house back home. 

County Tyrone’s Ulster American Folk Park
The Ulster-American Folk Park at Camphill, Omagh, grew up round the cottage
where Thomas Mellon was born in 1813. Thomas was five when his family emi-
grated to Pennsylvania. He became a judge,  banker and millionaire. His son
Andrew was secretary to the U.S. Treasury, the  chief architect of Pittsburgh
and one of the richest men in the world. The Mellon family has contributed
much to the United States. Mellon money helped build the Waldorf Astoria, the
Golden Gate Bridge, the Panama Canal—and the folk park at Omagh. 

Also in the Folk Park is the boyhood home of Archbishop John Hughes,
who became Archbishop of New York, and founded St. Patrick’s Cathedral.
Near Strabane you’ll find the ancestral home of Woodrow Wilson, 28th pres-
ident of the US. The farm is still occupied by decendents of the Wilson family. 

I have visited Ulster-American Folk Park since I was 4 years old.  Every
time I go I see something new.  My favorite exhibit is the immigration boat
which leads you to the new world A M E R I C A. The new world shows you
where some of my Irish decedents would have settled.

A Common Thread 
Richmond Town and Ulster American Folk Park are very similar, as they
both cover the lifestyles of people hundreds of years ago. They both have sim-
ilar living accomodations and school houses.  I think the Folk Park starts the
journey into the Irish immigration period which brought a lot Irish to Ameri-
ca. It compares well to Richmond Town, an example of the first villages built
here, on Staten Island. 

I have experienced the American life for just a short period of time.  I
would like to express my gratitude to the staff at COAHSI for welcoming me
into their company and showing me around Staten Island. I would tell anyone
to visit Staten Island, New York. It is a life-changing experience. To finish off,
I would like to wish a happy holiday to everyone in Staten Island!

Did you know that The Staten Island Chamber Music Players has been bringing the
world’s most beautiful music to our wonderful borough for 30 years?

Along with providing performing opportunities for musicians who live
or work in Staten Island, nearly 60 concerts are scheduled every year, serving over 14,000
people annually with an emphasis on performances for the culturally underserved.

Reflections. The organization began its 30th season on November 16, 2003, with the
String Quartet performing The Duet from The Pearl Fishers by George Bizet. If you
missed that concert, there are three more chances this season to experience t             he
SICMP’s artistry—on January 25, the Jazz Quartet performs with guest saxophonist
Chris Garone; on March 21, the Brass Quintet appears; and on May 16, you can hear the
Woodwind Quintet.
