PURPOSE

ABC Partnership Development Grants provide support for arts and education partners to explore compatibility through the process of co-planning, co-teaching and co-evaluating a small school-based pilot program that integrates arts and non-arts subjects within the scope of the NYS Learning Standards. A 2004 study conducted by the Rand Corporation entitled “Improving Arts Education Partnerships” found that although arts education enjoys public support, it has become marginalized through budget cuts and reallocation of resources. One way to supplement arts education is to foster strong relationships between arts and education providers.  These grants are for partners who will work together over time, sharing resources and defining specific goals, needs and values that produce programs of greater educational value.

The ABC Partnership Development Grant is a local arts-in-education funding program administered by the Council on the Arts and Humanities for Staten Island, and funded by the Local Capacity Building (LCB) Initiative at the Arts-in-Education Program at the New York State Council on the Arts (NYSCA). These grants are available to all public, private, parochial or charter schools, pre-K thru 12, located in Staten Island for activities in Winter/Spring 2009 or Fall 2009.

The LCB Initiative is a statewide effort to provide local support for widespread participation in arts-in-education. To that end, COAHSI was invited by NYSCA to grant funding support for partnerships between schools and teaching artists and/or cultural organizations that focus on the interdisciplinary or integrated study of the arts and non-arts subjects. The applicant of record for this program will be the school and either an individual teaching artist and/or cultural organization. However, eligible projects will involve a direct collaboration between at least one classroom teacher and one teaching artist. 
GENERAL INFORMATION
In 2009, COAHSI will award a total of $12,000 through this program.  Average grant size will range from $2,000 - $3,000, and each partnership is expected to contribute financially towards the project, at a minimum of 25% of the grant award (for example, $500 for a $2,000 grant).

ELIGIBILITY

Schools/teaching artists and/or cultural organizations partnerships
· Public, private, parochial, or charter schools located in Staten Island;

· Cultural organizations must show evidence of non-profit status;

· Partnerships must serve students in grades pre-K thru 12.

Projects 
· Activities during the regular school day involving at least 3 contact sessions between the same teacher, teaching artist, and group of students, defined as a “core group”;

· Activities and outcomes that are collaboratively designed, planned, taught and evaluated by the participating teacher(s), teaching artist(s), and other school and community members;

· Proposals address the NYS Learning Standards for both the arts and non-arts subjects.

Not Eligible:
· Projects currently supported by or under consideration for NYSCA ESP or Partners for Arts Education;

· Home schools;

· Stand-alone assembly programs, single performances, or one-time visits to cultural institutions;

· Projects that appear to replace the role of certified art, music, dance and theatre teachers;

· Projects that focus on teaching non-integrated, sequential arts education;

· Extracurricular activities that take during non-school hours;

· Programs for which selected students are taken out of regular classes or selected for participation;

· College-level courses; scholarships, contests or student performing groups;

· Applicants with overdue final reports on previous ABC Grant projects.

· Schools or nonprofits with multiple applications for the same project;

· Programs which are essentially religious, recreational, rehabilitative or therapeutic in nature.

CRITERIA

A Peer Advisory Panel will consider the following criteria:

· True evidence of partnership must be evident in all aspects of the proposal;

· Projects must be school-based and conducted during traditional school hours;

· Projects must integrate arts with non-arts subjects and incorporate the NYS Learning Standards;

· Degree to which activities relate to the “big idea” of the project;

· The scope of the proposal must not be too large and exceed the objectives of a small pilot program. 

· The proposal must be complete, the budget realistic and all required support materials submitted.

In addition, proposals may score higher if:

· First time partnership is applying for an ABC Grant; 

· Artists are residents of New York State; priority for Staten Island artists and cultural organizations;

· Contact sessions are separated by enough time for reflection and refining;

· The school’s certified art teachers participate in the project with the non-arts teacher(s);

· Collaborative professional development activities for  teacher(s) and teaching artist(s) are included;
· There is a plan to build school-wide awareness of the proposed project.

Additional Requirements:

· NYSCA and COAHSI must be credited on all publications and promotional materials. 
· A final report of project activities and finances must be submitted. Partners are encouraged to keep a progress journal to help with evaluation and final reporting.

With the cover sheet, your Application must contain the following five parts:

LETTER OF AGREEMENT between the partners, on either partner’s letterhead, which includes: 
· The members of the program team, with roles and responsibilities
· A description of how decisions will be made

· Signatures of representatives from the school and cultural organization

NARRATIVE
· What is the “big idea” for this program? 

· What are the shared educational and artistic goals and expected outcomes for this proposal?

· What grade level(s) and how many students will this project serve?

· Identify what arts and non-arts subjects and NYS Learning Standards will be used. Describe how these standards will be integrated into the program. 
· Are there activities besides classroom-based work; and how will this program be made shared with the entire school - i.e. a classroom exhibit, a school-wide performance?

· What methods/materials will be used to evaluate both the expected outcomes for the students and the partnership’s viability? For example: for students- pre and post student surveys, tests, journals?

TIMELINE including:
· Co-planning meetings between artist/organization and school-based team.
· Co-teaching sessions (Minimum of 3): Dates, number of sessions and description of sessions between artist/classroom teachers and students. It is best to allow some time to elapse between co-teaching sessions so that students can reflect and refine skills.

· Professional Development (optional):  sessions can occur in school or at the cultural organization.  If included, professional development for teachers should stem from skills needed to communicate the “big idea” of the project to students - for example, hand-sewing or printmaking.
